Submitted entries must be type written and only one page in length and sent by email.

Each English teacher is invited to submit five pieces of work by their students, including the following information;
a) Age of student, b) Name, c) Grade level, d) Name and Address of school and e) your contact email & phone no.s. DEADLINE

All material must be submitted by 31stMarch i.e. before Pesach. An editorial board will be responsible for selecting entries. 
KIDS READ, 2012 will be printed early in June so teachers can share the publication with their students before the summer. 
3) YOUR OWN COPY

Every teacher who submits material that is published in the KIDS READ 2012 will receive a copy for their school. Students whose work is published, will also receive their own individual copy. 
4) PRESENTATION EVENING

For the last four years we have held highly successful presentation evenings in June attended by some of the students and their teachers which were a resounding success and a decided highlight of the Kids Read project.
